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The meeting of the District 62 Toastmasters Annual District Council is called to order by District Governor Ron Musich at 4:41 pm.  The Parliamentarian for the business meeting was Sharon Fase, club #1199610, Speaking of Banking; Secretary was Tami Greble, club #3309, BDO; Timer was Steve Green, club#6180, WMAT.   Our counters are Doug Swisher, club#6180, WMAT and Paula Oja, club# 6148, Amway Soap Box.

Meeting began with a reading of the District Mission Statement by DTM Lynne Bradley-Horan, club#6180, WMAT.

Ron Musich, District Governor, reviewed the composition of the District Council (Club Presidents, Vice President of Education, and District Executive officers).  Parliamentary procedure was briefly reviewed along with rules of the business meeting.

a. Any person recognized by the chair shall state their name, their club name, and club number.


b. All motions should be made in the positive, not the negative.


c. A motion can only be made or voted on by those holding proxies.

Credentials Committee Report was presented by Chuck Wriska, club #7910, White Lake Club.  At this time District 62 has 90 eligible clubs.  The number of available club ballots is 180.  The number of District Executive Committee officer ballots is 27.  The total number of available ballots is 207.  A quorum for the council is one third of the club presidents and vice presidents of education or their proxies.  In that there are 90 clubs in District 62 the quorum would be 60.  The number of clubs represented today is 37.  The Credentials Committee has certified the presence of 67 club presidents and vice-presidents of education or their proxies as well as 17 Members of the District Executive Committee.  The Credentials report concluded that a quorum was reached.

Dan Harris, club# 7307, EloQuents, moved to accept the Credentials Committee report as presented, Steve Green, club#6180, WMAT, seconded the motion.   No discussion followed.  Motion carried.

Adoption of Agenda:  The proposed agenda has been distributed to the District Council.  A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Ray Dill, club# 3766, Macatawa Club, and Dianne Mammen, club# 3766, Macatawa Club, seconded the motion. No discussion followed.  Motion carried.

Adoption of Previous District Council Meeting Minutes: The minutes from the November 14, 2009 District Council Meeting in Bay City, MI. have been published and distributed to the District Council.  

Chris Coppens, #1031019, Sensational Speakers, stated a correction on page 3 of 4: Helen Dotson’s club number was listed incorrectly. No further corrections followed.  The minutes stand as corrected.

 

Confirmation of 2009-2010 Appointed District Offices:  
Ron Musich, District Governor, has appointed Florina D’Souza as Area 4 Governor and Andy Ransom as Area 19 Governor.  In accordance with District 62 by-laws, all non-elected District Executive Committee members, which are the Public Relations Officer, the District Secretary, the District Treasurer, and the Area Governor for each area; and replacements for elective offices which have become vacant, may be appointed by and serve at the will of the District Governor, subject to the approval of the District Executive Committee and confirmation by the District Council. A motion to approve the appointment of these officers for the remainder of the 2009-2010 District year was made by Bruce Skaggs, club# 9488, Transformed Club, and Carol Prahinski, club# 7307, EloQuents, seconded the motion.  No discussion followed.  Motion carried.

Report of Realignment Committee: 

In accordance with District 62 bylaws, the member clubs of this District shall be organized into Areas,  the number and composition of which shall be determined by the District Council at its Annual Meeting in the Spring, to become effective the following July 1.  The District may further organize Areas into Divisions.  Any such division of the District into Divisions or Areas shall be accomplished at the Annual Meeting in the spring, to become effect the following July 1.

Realignment committee chair, DTM Lisa Waalkes introduced her committee (LGET Margaret Sieh, DG Ron Musich) and presented her proposal.  This proposal was reviewed by the District Executive Committee at its April 17, 2010 scheduled meeting.  A motion to accept the Realignment Committee proposal as presented was made by Carla Clark, club #6186, Lakeshore Club.  Discussion followed.

Doug Swisher, club#6180, WMAT, asked if action could be taken if clubs on the proposal were not quite chartered.  Cindy Pavella, club# 5799, CD Speakers Advanced, stated that if you believe the club is at charter strength that you could include it.  Chair Waalkes explained the proposal was a strategic move to concentrate efforts to grow more Northern clubs.
