· an unclear purpose
· lack of clear organization and leadership
· too much information
· not enough support for your ideas, concepts and information
· monotonous voice and sloppy speech
· Not meeting the real needs of your audience.
  

1. Volume -- NO
 
2. Pitch and inflection -- Let your voice come down evenly, smoothly as a sigh.  Then evenly up and ever so high.  Hold our tones level and high today; then level and low tomorrow, I say.  Let tones glide high, then slide down low.  Learn to say no, no NO.
 
3. Pace and rhythm (poem: Broom, green Broom).
 
4. Emphasis -- I am going to the store
 
5. Attitude (say "well" with these emotions: annoyed, disgusted, surprised, thrilled)
 
6. Pause (emphasis, effect, mood, transition)
  
Powerful speakers learn by practicing the keys to success -- one of which is vocal variety.
