Do you have some members who didn't renew this last April or last October or before?  It's time to follow-up and say hello to remind them that the club is still there.  Refresh their memory as to why they first joined, and verify the club meeting location and hours.  Make that personal invitation.  We are a communication business, and the personal call/email to see how a former member is doing and to invite them to the next meeting or a special event may be all they need.  A former member understands the program and obviously saw a reason to join at one time.  Short term events may have gotten in the way, but now all they need is that personal invite to get back into the program.
