David C. Hollister is President and CEO of Prima Civitas Foundation (PCF), a non-profit economic and community development collaborative that serves the State of Michigan as it re-invents its economic base in the 21st century. 
The Communication and Leadership (C&L) Award is the highest honor that a Toastmaster District can bestow upon a non-Toastmaster.  
David Hollister has devoted his entire life to public service. He began his career as a high school teacher in the 1960s after graduating with honors from Michigan State University. His political career began during his tenure as a teacher, when he was elected in 1968 as an Ingham County Commissioner. He served as a Michigan House of Representatives, on the Appropriations Committee, chaired the Appropriations Sub-Committee Mayor of Lansing, and appointed Director of the Department of Consumer and Industry Services (CIS) which is now the Michigan Department of Labor and Economic Growth. Hollister served as its Director until 2006, when he left to form Prima Civitas Foundation.
