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Fred Johnson Competes in First World Championship of Public Speaking Semi-Final Contest Ed Tate keynote speaker for fall conference

For the first time ever, 81 district champions from around the globe assembled at the International Convention site to compete in the Semi-Finals of the International Speech contest. Contestants were randomly drawn to compete in one of nine speech contests. The winner from each contest advanced to the World Championship of Public Speaking speech contest on Saturday, August 14.

Previous to this year, districts in US and Canada were assigned to eight geographical regions and conducted their contests at Regional Conferences held in June.  Districts not assigned to regions (those outside the US and Canada) held their contest the Tuesday night of the International Convention week in August.  As part of the global representation and support proposal passed a last year's Convention, all districts are now treated equally - all are assigned to regions and all district speech contestants compete in the Semi-Finals held at the International Convention site in August.    

This contest can be considered a "mini" World Championship of Public Speaking as contestants are from all over the world; a contestant is not competing against others from their geographic region.  What an opportunity for speakers and audience members alike!  A Semi-Final Speech contest ticket gave the ticket holder access to three speech contest held that day or 27 speeches - and the opportunity to see 3 people advance to the 9 speaking slots in the "Big Show" on Saturday.
