High Performance Evaluations for Toastmasters
Begin by quickly reviewing speech assignment objectives as part of your verbal evaluation of the speech in the General Evaluation.  Do you personally feel objectives were met, either completely or partly? Why completely? Why partly? Have speaker's personal objectives (if any) been met, or are they closer to being met than before? 
 
· Point out speech strengths (give specific, concrete, examples that could be duplicated -- either in action or in principle - in a later speech). 
 
· Point out speech challenges, or "points to grow on" (specific, concrete examples that could positive, supportive language. 
 
· " I personally" ... rather than "You" indicates your evaluation, your experience, your point of view. You are trying to help, but you are NOT the Absolute Authority with the best way or only way.
 
· " I Heard, I Saw, I Felt". Sample: "Pat, in terms of positives,  I SAW an excellent use of visual aids. I SAW a good logical flow, I believe that I SAW eye contact across your audience. I FELT that you gave us a call to action with solutions that I could easily do myself. Pat, in terms of points to grow, I HEARD a voice that I feel could use a bit of projection - try swallowing your voice into your chest to add projection. 
· I SAW gestures that I thought were a bit small for your space and your audience - try to make your hand-arm gestures at least as wide as your own shoulders. I wanted to FEEL more passion to go with the obvious logic of your message. Pat, that passion could help you push your voice out farther, use a bit more of the available space, and make the bigger gestures to sell the important message you have for your audience. 

Tell people what you want them to START doing, rather than what to stop doing.
