Greater Davison Area Toastmasters
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 Examine  the limiting beliefs you have as a Toastmaster...

All of us have belief systems that help us cope with a variety of external factors in our lives. For example, if this happens, it will affect me in some way. Most of our belief systems are subconscious and developed during childhood; we are not even aware we have a particular belief, but we rely on it regularly, and especially when working through a stressful situation.

Ray Dodd, author of The Power of Belief, suggests that each of us become aware of our beliefs by paying attention to the thought patterns in our mind. It takes a lot of work to simply become aware. Once we are aware of the belief, we can review the belief to decide whether we still agree with it.

Since most belief systems were established in childhood, they were established with a child's frame of reference; as adults, we realize this particular belief is inaccurate -- you know examples where it does not hold true. So, you can release it from your interpretation of thr world. You start to see the world, and the people in it, as it really is.

In the past week, while attending Toastmaster meetings, I have heard individuals state their belief system which I believe is limiting - to us, our peers and all Toastmasters. A person, regardless of age, religion, gender, race, or sexual orientation, is capable of giving excellent speeches and being a strong leader. A person's youth does not preclude them from being a powerful speaker. A Muslim is capable of being an admired role model.

When limiting beliefs are stated in club meetings, and are not challenged, it appears that all of us agree with the limiting belief. Each of us is responsible to support our Toastmaster promise: To help maintain the positive, friendly environment necessary that all guests feel welcome and invited into this positive and friendly environment.

I challenge you to provide constructive feedback about the limiting beliefs of your club members in a supportive and helpful way. Each of us needs to be open to receiving this feedback; it will help us be better leaders and speakers, which is what Toastmasters is all about.
