Meet newly-appointed Lt. Governor of Marketing Mike Bacon!
You'd think being C Division Governor for 1 1/2 years would be enough for some folks. Terry Rogers, DTM, wanted more free time, so Mike was drafted to fulfill the rest of Terry's term, which ends June 30. 2012. Carol Prahinski steps in as C Division Governor.
Mike Bacon has been with Yawn Patrol Toastmasters, Lansing since 1977, and is a charter member of C-D Speakers Advanced, Lansing. He served as Area Governor for two years before being elected C Division Governor. Mike has lots of rules, but the first is to only give manual speeches. 
His focus through June 30 is to see that:
- 85% of club officers (or 300 officers) are trained at the mid-year Toastmaster Leadership Institutes.
- Attend club meetings, and sign up to give manual speeches and evaluations.
- See that 36 or 40% of our 88 clubs are Distinguished, Select Distinguished or President's Distinguished by June 30.
- With Terry Rogers' counsel, and working with spring conference co-chairs Laura King and Brenda Scramlin, see that our May 4-6 district conference in Bay City is attended by at least 100 of our 1,700 Toastmasters in District 62.
 
Stepping up to Leadership - Paul Arnhold, Lt. Governor of Marketing
"If you're given an opportunity to be appointed or elected as a club or district officer, I encourage you to accept the mantle of leadership.
"I was only in Toastmasters a few months when one of our officers passed away. I was asking to take over as Vice President of Education. Come election time, I was elected club president. 
"Shortly thereafter, I was asked appointed as an area governor. Last May, I was elected Lt. Governor of Marketing for District 62. 
"I did not seek these positions on my own; others saw the potential and I chose to believe them. I refused to listen to my dismissive inner voice. 
"I listened to the voice I was born with -- the one that spurns negativity and seeks opportunity. You don't fail in life because you suffer temporary shortcomings, or do not meet some mandate. You fail when you refuse to take action on opportunities that come to you. I can say with the Psalm writer.."I was fearfully and wonderfully made": I simply share those gifts, no matter how limited my capacity might be. It always seems to be more than I give myself credit for." 
The Benefits of Competition
"It's been several months since I stepped onto the stage to compete in the International Speech Contest last year. As a competitive person, I jumped at the chance to hone my skills against some of the best speakers on this side of the ole Red Cedar. 
"I went in seeking victory, and left having gained so much more. I think every Toastmaster should compete at least once in one of the four contests during their lifetime. Here are three good reasons:
1. Competition makes everyone better, including you. It's simple: the more competitors there are, the harder people will work to be their best. Increased participation leads to an increase in innovation and creativity. Think about it: how hard would you try if you had to beat one person versus, 5, ten or twenty?
2. You get to meet fantastic people. The Toastmaster universe definitely expands as a result of competition. I can't tell you all the wonderful people I met through contests. I was pleasantly surprised at how supportive Toastmasters were to all contestants. They really wanted everyone to succeed and do their best.
3. Competing makes you a more concise and precise speaker. You have a clock, a speech, and one change to make it all fit perfectly. It's great deal of pressure, but the effort put into word choice, movement, pausing for audience laughter (and tears) teaches you how precious time is. In a meeting, if you go over/under time, it's not a big deal. In competition, it means disqualification.
The spring evaluation and international contests are near. Get that speech ready or work on your evaluation skills. The entire process will improve you as a speaker and a person. That alone is reason to enter. Who knows? You might even win!
