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Test Your Toastmaster Knowledge
Can a Toastmaster receive "dual" credit for a single speech?  
This somewhat perplexing question came to my attention during a recent Area club visit.  The Toastmasters Competent Leadership (CL) manual is clear about not getting dual credit for multiple roles held during a single meeting, but what about speech evaluations? 

Scenario:  A club member presented an interesting talk on computer technology.  Another member gave a helpful oral evaluation and filled out the appropriate evaluation in the speaker's Competent Communication (CC) manual.  Following the meeting the speaker asked, "Can I also receive credit for the speech in my CL manual?"  I didn't know the answer, so as with any tough TM question, I consulted members of the District 62 Leadership Team. 

Answer:  Yes!  In addition to receiving speech credit in their CC manual, a speaker can receive credit in their CL manual for the speech they presented (under CL Project # 4 or #5).  The thinking behind this decision is that the speaker is receiving a second independent evaluation for the Leadership aspect of giving a speech and another member is filling a role by completing the CL evaluation. 
Growing through leadership roles -- and receiving credit for them -- are aspects of our development as communicators.  When giving speeches, be sure your club members are aware that credit can be gained in their CL as well as their CC manuals.
