Angie Price, CC -- "Are There ANTs At Your Picnic?

Two years ago, our Toastmasters Club membership hovered around 12. On a good day, meeting attendance was six or seven members. The few minutes before each meeting started were chaotic. There was a lot of scrambling to fill meeting roles and organize the agenda. Now, we have 20+ members and attendance is consistently near or over 20 members. About 40 percent of our meetings include guests. We have had as many as five guests at one meeting. In two years, we learned a lot about growing and strengthening our club. In this session, you will learn 15 ways your club can build membership and boost club success.

His rise to success began in the 1970s when he escaped a life that included teen delinquency, a dead-end job, and an unhappy first marriage. 1. Retaining current club members by ensuring members continue to grow their skills and enjoy club meetings.

2. Attracting new members by talking to non-members about the benefits Toastmasters offers.

Toastmasters is customized to fit each individual's needs. "When the student is ready, the teacher appears."  
When I needed to learn how to use PowerPoint more effectively, club members at EloQuents provided the guidance and direction -- even during my first meeting. Fairly quickly, I learned my filler word, "all right," was irritating my audience. Two years later, I have won numerous speaking awards and my university teaching evaluations are quite strong.  
As the Area 3 Governor, VP of Education of CD Speakers Advanced, and a member of EloQuents and MSU Simply Speaking, I recognize my strengths and continue to learn new skills as I have adjusted my goals. 
Area 3 includes Michigan State University campus, Okemos, Howell and Brighton. One challenge of this area is the growth on MSU's campus -- what a great challenge to have! Yet, new clubs and new members require guidance and nurturing.
A second challenge within Area 3 is the high number of clubs that are struggling. Four of the six clubs have less than 12 members. Two of the six clubs are challenged with a lack of funds. Only one of the clubs in this area has assigned coaches. If you are interested in achieving your Advanced Leadership Silver (ALS), these clubs could use mentors and coaches. My goals for Area 3 include:
-- Have fun at every meeting. Learning isn't always a fun experience (especially when denial sets in), but the support of our friends and mentors can overcome any of the painful moments along the way.
-- Develop leadership skills. We all have them: we are all leaders. What surprises me is how many people don't realize the beautiful leadership skills that they have. Toastmasters are particularly good at giving feedback on speaking skills. We need to develop similar capabilities with giving feedback on leadership skills.The Competent Leadership (CL) manual is a great first step to learn our leadership skills.
-- Bring all six clubs in Area 3 to full status (greater than 20 members or an increase of five members if less than 20 members). These clubs are enthusiastic and have some amazing people.  With some coaching, these clubs will continue to be strong well into the future.
I love that Toastmasters' education is self-paced and customized to each of our needs. When you are ready, your many Toastmasters teachers will appear.
