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DTMs awarded at Spring Conference!

Lisa Nelson from Foremost Toastmasters, and Maxine Russell from Tuesday Talkers were both awarded their Distinguished Toastmaster (DTM) award at the spring district conference.

This is the highest award one can achieve in Toastmasters, requriing a member to complete at least eight manuals beyond their Competent Communicator manual, to complete their Competent Leader manual, to serve a a full term as club officer and district officer, to have sponsored or mentored a new club, or have coached a Future Distinguished club.

In addition, the member must complete two club presentations from the better club/better speaker series, a presentation from the Advanced Communicator and Advanced Leader series, and complete a High Performance Leadership Program.
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
