It all began in 1994 when he joined the Bribie Toastmasters club on Bribie Island in Queensland, Australia.  In 1996, Hunter entered his first speech contest...  

"That desire to win morphed into acknowledging, and taking, the amazing opportunity of sharing something of significance with audiences through the process of competing." 
From there, he competed in several International Speech Contests, placing second at the Interdistrict level in 1999 and in 2005. He reached the World Championship stage in 2001, 2007 and again this year.
Also, this past year Hunter visited clubs in his district to gather feedback. He says, "It has become clear to me now, that while it takes a club to raise a member in our remarkable organization, it takes a district to raise a champion -- thank you, District 69!"
Hunter believes he has gained three important things from his membership in Toastmasters: The first has been his personal development. Then, he discovered an appreciation of others and their journeys. But perhaps the most important gift from his membership has been the chance to see his dreams come true. He calls it "an amazing opportunity to leave a legacy through competing, which is, as [Dr. Stephen] Covey says, 'the essence of human fulfillment.'" 
Mark Hunter's secret: he joined; he took action; he was consistent; he did not become discouraged; he learned that helping others grow spurs his own growth; he found the real reason to compete -- to share something of significance and to leave a legacy.  Since 1994 Mark has been "Forging His Future by Facing His Fears".  Now he is the 2009 Toastmasters International Speech Contest Winner.  Read more on the TI web site.

People were happily giving of their time and talents to make sure everyone at those events had a fun and educational experience. These people were area and division governors, conference chairs, district officers and the "top three". As I got to know those people and helped with some of the events, I learned how rewarding those jobs can be. I also learned how very difficult it is at times to find volunteers to fill them. How can this be?
Please take a moment to reflect on your Toastmasters experience. Think about all you have learned and the fun you've had. Consider for a moment the degree to which all of it has truly changed you for the better.

When you are asked to serve -- as a mentor, a club officer, an area or division governor, a contest or conference chair or committee -- remember all you have received, and consider that request your opportunity to give something back to the people and the organization who have given you so much. How can you refuse?
