Brand Image - Going Beyond the Logo

In the March 2011 Toastmasters magazine, TI's current president Pat Johnson had an article - "A Consistent Toastmaster's Brand". Toastmasters International will shortly unveil its new logo brand.

Among my college majors was marketing; therefore, I get what is being done and why changes need to occur. Consistency is so crucial to brand image that corporations like McDonald's invest a great deal in their brand, and change it seldom.

What about our club's brand image - that is, the core of our practices as an organzation? Go into any McDonald's and you will see a consistent motif, food choices, and service ethic.

Toastmaster's club brand is the Distinguished Club Program (DCP). Each club is unique in its personality, but we use the DCP as a way to measure individual and club success.

Each Toastmaster's club is like running a volunteer franchise. Our playbook comes from Toastmasters International. If a McDonald's franchisee decided to reinvent the product brand or system, the franchise would likely fail or be taken from the investor.

Why is it, then, that some Toastmasters clubs take a proven system for developing communication and leadership skills and try to re-invent Toastmasters to their own liking?

The Toastmasters brand is priceless. We should be able to visit another club and expect to see members giving manual speeches, using the Competent Leadership book and other speaker/club or communication/leadership series, giving evaluations, having an impromptu session on topics of 1-2 minutes, and using a timer, grammarian and ah-er counter.

Sure each club may have its unique twists, but overall, clubs follow the recommended Toastmasters club meeting structure, so members and clubs can succeed. Your area or division governor is always available to help your club if you need assistance in any way.

Together, we can move forward, promoting brand consistency with zeal. We exist because comunication and leadership are not optional.
