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TI Unveils Updated  Brand & Dues Increase
Toastmasters International unveiled its updated brand on Aug. 18 at the annual convention in Las Vegas, NV. The new logo is shown above, and the tagline that goes with the logo is: "Where leaders are made."

Toastmasters is a global organization, meeting in communities and corporations in 116 countries. This two-year brand refresh campaign came out of conversations with Toastmasters from around the world.

According to TI's Executive Director Daniel Rex: "The powerful combination of strengthening one's competence in communication and leadership skills, and gaining the confidence to lead, is what differentiates Toastmasters from other skill-building programs."

District and clubs will be asked to begin using the new logo in meeting agendas, correspondence and printed material. 

Club leaders should also note that the October dues renewal for club members should reflect TI's adoption of a dues increase of $36 per member every six months. This amount goes directly to Toastmasters International.

Executive Director Rex noted that TI membership has grown nearly 55%, and has had only one dues increase in 2005. He notes that TI surpassed its cost of doing business 10 years ago. The dues increase will support expanded support services to serve our global member base.
