All areas met 4 of 5 goals: 75% of clubs submitting October member payments on time, 75% of clubs submitting April payments on time,  average of 1.75 CC's awarded per club by June 30, average of one AC awarded for every two clubs by June 30, and 60% of area clubs at 20 or more members by June 30.
