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Top Two Go...?
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Top Two Contest Winners Go To The Next Level - Maybe?  
Last year District 62 began using the four (4) or less rule for our contest season.  There are various ways we can use it, but we've decided to use it the same as last year.  You can look it up in the Contest Rulebook on page 20, section 2.B.  
Here's what we are going to do:  
1. Clubs may send the top two contest winners in each contest forward if the club is in an Area with four (4) or less clubs.  Check with your Area or Division Governor to see if your club qualifies.  
2. Areas may send the top two contest winners in each Area contest forward if they are in a Division with four (4) or less Areas.  Area Governors should check with their Division Governor to verify if they qualify.  
3. We currently only have four (4) Divisions and we will be sending the top two Division contest winners forward to the District Contest.  
If you are confused with the above, please ask any District Officer for more information.  
It is very important that every contestant complete a Certificate of Eligibility and give it to the Chief Judge or Contest Chair.  The President of each club must verify on the Toastmaster International website, or by calling TI directly, that the individual contestant and their club are current with dues payments.  Just because a member gave the club a check does not mean the club paid the dues, so verify with TI.  All Area, Division, and District Contest Chairs must follow these same procedures and verification with all contestants.    
If you have any questions about these procedures, contact any District Officer for clarification.  
Now that you know that two contest winners can move up, maybe, let's get the contest season rolling.  Try to make it to as many contests as possible.  You will learn and the speakers will be even more motivated.  And invite friends and co-workers to see a little different perspective of Toastmasters.
