Public Speaking or Speaking in Public?

How often do you hear a person describing Toastmasters as "a place where you can become a better public speaker" (or something to that effect)? People would still rather have a root canal performed!

When I am asked, my response is different. I say: "You learn to speak better in any public situation."

Then, I ask them to consider that we talk everyday to share thoughts or points of view. Here are some examples:

1. When you talk to a friend in the grocery store, or with those passing by.

2. When you meet your child's teacher in those "conference situations."

3. When you meet with a potential customer, hoping to close a sale.

4. When you meet with colleagues, trying to solve work-related problems.

5. With your spouse/significant other/family to talk about your day or to resolve a challenge.

6. When you speak at a public gathering or town hall meeting about an issue very important to you.

You are probably more confident and at ease in these situations. So what is the difference between public speaking and speaking in public? Perspective? Attitude? Perception?
