At the fall table topics contest, the question asked was not "general in nature." Afterward, District Governor Lisa Waalkes called headquarters and asked them to clarify what "general in nature" meant in a table topics contest.
Now, under Contest FAQs, you will find this answer:
A topic of a general nature is broad enough for any contestant to answer without previous or detailed knowledge. Current events are not considered general in nature. They require a contestant to have previous knowledge of a specific subject in order to state an opinion.
A non-general topic example:
What are your thoughts on the President's State of the Union address?
(This requires the contestant to have watched or read the transcript of the Address in order to answer.)
General topic examples:
Describe your least favorite vacation trip.
A guest is coming to visit next week. What activities do you have planned to entertain your guest?
